Luxurious accoutrements aside, the Can-
yon 456 is a flat-out fishing machine. With 
a clean, open deck layout and innovative 
features throughout, this vessel performs 
ideally in a variety of offshore fisheries.

Among the many attractive attributes 
found on board is Grady-White’s unique 
Sea Command Center, offering a variety 
of forward-thinking features. Not only is 
this area of the vessel aesthetically strik-
ing, but it also provides an array of elec-
tronics that centralize everything the 
vessel’s operator might need. More spe-
cifically, CZone digital switching enables 
one-touch control of all systems includ-
ing electrical, power, lighting and more. 
The four electronically adjustable, indi-
vidual forward-facing seats at the Sea 
Command Center offer a surprising level 
of comfort for a center console, featur-

ing rich upholstery and stainless armrest 
supports along with fold-down footrests. 

To ensure comfort while underway, this 
45-footer’s hull is designed for maximum 
smoothness, while additional features 
further enhance the vessel’s seafaring 
abilities. Furthermore, Grady-White’s 
unique SeaV2 hull design gives opera-
tors effortless control over the platform.
